2. Chairman M.Pond opened the meeting and welcomed everybody, and
thanked them for attending. He introduced the new members to
everyone.

3. Secretary M.Howes informed the committee that the insurance
would soon be due for renewal, and asked what amount of premium
cover would the club be looking for considering our financial
situation.

Disscusion took place and it was agreed that the minimal cover

M.Howes read a letter sent from Robert Lunn & Lowth regarding
the L.Davis & A.Ranger incident in the match on 10 April 2001
against Hook Norton, Mr Ranger is claiming damages against Mr
pavis for a broken leg. Will await outcome, but there will be no
backlash against MCFC.

4 Treasurer's Report: S.Lapper informed the Committee that at the
AGM there was £1672 in the bank and now £495-87.

Whilst it was generally agreed that commitment could be better, it was also felt that the committee
were unable to assist in this matter and it was really a matter of “weeding out” those who were not
committed and try to replace them with more willing players.

Mick Pond told the committee that he had been talking to the
Chairman of the Cricket Club, Pete Hawkes about trying to
organise a challenge memorial cup game between the football and
cricket clubs, ie one year football the next year cricket, all
seemed interested, more to be sorted out.

It was also mentioned about changing the football clubs Clubman
of the Year award to the Alan Coleman Clubman award.
